Maj. Gen. Michael Berry to keynote
Annual Trust Fund Dinner

Maj. Gen. Michael Berry, Cabinet Secretary of the Department of Military Affairs,
will keynote the 6th Annual Friends of Delaware Veterans Dinner on Saturday, Nov.
9, at Dover Downs Hotel and Casino Rollins Center.

The annual black tie optional fund-raising dinner, hosted by the Friends of Delaware
Veterans, is the primary event that benefits the Delaware Veterans Trust Fund. The 6 -
9 p.m. affair includes entertainment, a plated dinner and silent and live auctions. Tick-
ets are $100 each or $1,000 for an 8-person sponsor table.

Under the auspices of the Delaware Commission of Veterans Affairs, the Veterans
Trust Fund assists veterans residing in Delaware with emergency financial aid. Its one
-time hand up grants have prevented cutoff of utilities, repossessions, made emergen-
cy repairs to homes and sometimes put food on the table. The Friends’ board is com-
prised of 11 military veterans who work pro bono in collaboration with the Commis-
sion.

“We are honored to have Delaware’s top military leader as our guest,” said Dave Skocik, Friends president. “General
Berry’s more than three decades of military service includes Afghanistan, where he was attached to the 86th Infantry
Brigade Combat Team in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. He understands the challenges faced by those in
uniform.”

General Berry assumed his duties as Delaware’s Adjutant General on March 1, 2019. He is responsible for the mis-
sion readiness of all Delaware National Guard units, including over 1500 Soldiers and 1100 Airmen for both federal
and state missions. His military career began in September 1988 when he enlisted in the Delaware Army National
Guard under the Reserve Officers’ Training Corps Simultaneous Membership Program. He received his commission
through the Reserve Officers’ Training Corps at the University of Delaware in May 1989.

General Berry earned a Bachelor of Arts in Criminal Justice from University of Delaware in 1989 and is a 1990 Dela-
ware State Police Graduate obtaining his Law Enforcement Certification. He is also a 2008 graduate of the United
State Army War College, receiving his Masters in Strategic Studies. He has served in numerous command positions,
including 262nd Heavy Equipment Maintenance Company, 160th Engineer Company, Delaware Army National
Guard Officer Candidate School, 193rd Regiment Regional Training Institute, 72ndTroop Command, Land Compo-
nent Commander, as well as Director of Joint Staff and Special Assistant to the Adjutant General, Joint Force Head-
quarters, Delaware.

DiSabatino, now a
senior at The Citadel, chose the organization Stop Soldier Suicide as his partner and together they have been
able to raise $50,000 in Delaware and $100,000 nationally. The initiative asks participants to create an activity
for 22 straight days, to raise awareness about the epidemic via the #22adayis22toomany hash tag, and collect
funds. Participants run, walk, do yoga, pray, lift weights, or walk dogs. Delaware Technical and Community
College joined the cause in 2015 and has all three campuses participating annually. Supporters are also

Victory Village, a transitional home for Veterans in Middletown, is celebrating five years of helping Veterans make
the transition from the military to civilian life. To date, over 50 veterans have experienced the bucolic setting of an
1850 Georgian Plantation home situated on five acres with a beautiful Chapel, donated by the Pettinaro Development
Co. and an in-ground pool serviced by Progressive Pool Co. The Home can accommodate 24 veterans and four home-
less individuals needing shelter during ‘code blue’” winter times. The property has been developed through the gener-
osity and caring of the community. The entire residence was restored and decorated by donations of furniture and
clothing as well as hundreds of hours by volunteers who took on the work of mechanics, painters, landscapers, cooks
and transportation drivers. Since there are no paid employees, the Home has been maintained by volunteers who un-
derstand and appreciate the role that our veterans have played in protecting not only our country but allowing
everyone to live in the land of the FREE and the HOME of the brave.

During this summer, I was reminded of the great quote, “A Friend in need is a Friend indeed” as we had several situ-
ations that made me recall the cry for help when we were trying to restore the place and align it with local and state
codes. First, there was three years of accumulated clearing that the county informed us that it had to be removed.
Then, there was a break in the underground water line and; then, the main holding tank for water burst! WHAT TO
DO! Well! I went back to the people who stepped up the first time when I put out the call for help (knowing that it had
to be volunteers and pro bono). I called upon Mike McCarthy and John Jacklyn, two Viet Nam Veterans who have
been our on- site volunteers and ‘Jack of all trades’ for years, if they would take the lead and help get things squared
away. First, I called Ed Capadano, American Builders and Contractors who immediately sent a mechanic, named
Jayson and a piece of equipment that allowed them to repair the pipe. Then a call to Steve Masterson, Waste Masters,
who donated and delivered four large containers to take away all the debris, that was gathered by Mike O’Neil and his
band of merry men from Christ the Cornerstone Church.

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Avoiding Scams

We all receive calls from phone solicitors asking for contributions to charitable causes like support for veterans, schools, fire
companies, police, cancer research, and even hunger campaigns. State area codes and local prefixes are displayed. The reality is
the majority come from out of state phone banks spoofing local numbers. If you ask what percentage of your contribution will go
the cause they represent they will admit it's only 10 cents on the dollar -- none of which may ever reach local charities.

But more ominous are the scammers who steal or compromise our identity. It’s more common than you may think. It’s happened
to me multiple times. Scammers compete on ways to steal from us. They regularly use social media, text messages, computer
alerts, phone calls — and even snail mail. Most are based on making us think we can get something for nothing or by fooling us
into surrendering data that can be used to create fake accounts in our name or capturing personal information that’s sold to oth-
ers. Some common tactics include:

ll

“Click bait” offering the user a benefit or prize for clicking on a link. The link may include a virus that allows the scammer
to access the owner’s list of contacts and use the account as a slave robot that markets scam products to friends.

“You’ve been named beneficiary of a multi-million dollar estate” (of someone you’ve never heard of); or “You’ve won a
foreign lottery” (you never entered). Of course all you’ve got to do is send a substantial sum to cover delivery or taxes.

A supposed police or IRS official calls to inform you a warrant has been issued for your arrest because of unpaid fines or
taxes. The problem can be solved by paying over the phone with a credit card or by wiring money.

A grandchild is in a foreign jail and needs money wired to pay for an attorney.

A more financially devastating one is conning the victim into providing access to their bank account, including passwords,
so a supposed refund for a past service can be “dep051ted directly” into the victim’s account. The account is then emptied.
Any voluntary submission of information that allows 3™ party access to an account negates any claim against the bank.

A call from "Microsoft" informing you your computer has been compromised and is sending out your private infor-
mation that can be fixed by turning control over to the scammer who will fix it for a fee.

An email from a bank advising your account has been suspended because of fraudulent attempts to access it -- and all you
need to do is confirm your access information. Your bank or the government will never request confidential information
online or over the phone because they already have it. (See note above.) Looking at the sender's address provides a clue.
They usually end in two letters like .fr (France) or .ru (Russia) or other country identifiers, or even .edu (education) that's
been stolen. Incidentally, for financial transactions secure websites incorporate an S -- httpS//

A text or email from a friend you trust (whose identity has been hacked) about a can’t-miss offer that directs you to a website
so you too may take advantage of the offer. Hint: there’s no free money. Last year a friend phoned to thank me for telling
him about the $50,000 grant he would receive by wiring $3,200 to a private account -- as I supposedly had. He insisted he
and I had been exchanging text messages all day.
